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SUBSURFACE INVESTIGATION ON NURSERY AVENUE 

 

PURCELLVILLE, Va. November 2, 2015 — On Monday, November 9, 2015, subcontractors 
for the Town’s design engineer will be conducting subsurface utility investigations on South Nursery 
Avenue between Main St. and School St.  The investigations include test pit holes to investigate the 
location, depth, and condition of existing utilities under Nursery Avenue.  Results from the 
investigations will be used in completing the design of the upcoming Nursery Avenue Roadway & 
Drainage Improvements project. 
 
The Contractor will be utilizing cones and signs as necessary to conduct the work and guide traffic 
around the work.  During the work, parking spots may be blocked either at the location of the work 
or to guide traffic around the work. Traffic will be maintained at all times, but flaggers may be used 
as needed.   
 
Residents, vehicles, and patrons are asked to be aware of the work zones and to be alert and use 
caution in areas where work is being performed. 
 
This work schedule may be extended or revised in the event of inclement weather or unforeseen 
conditions.  
 
This is not the start of construction.  These are necessary steps in order finalize the design for the 
project.
