KELLI GRIM TAKES SEAT ON TOWN COUNCIL 

PURCELLVILLE, Va. – May 31, 2016 — The Town Council and Town Staff are happy to 

welcome Kelli Grim as a member of the Town Council. Ms. Grim (pictured below) was elected to 

fill the remaining term of Ben Packard, who resigned in January as his family moved out of Town.  

Ms. Grim’s term began immediately after the election was certified and will run through June 30, 

2018.  

 

Ms. Grim’s first meeting was the May 10th Town Council Meeting. “For many years I have spoken 

to Council about helping make our community better,” said Ms. Grim. “I look forward to the new 

perspective of sitting on Council and the opportunity to shape the future of our Town.” 

 

Ms. Grim has been a resident of Purcellville for 9 years. When looking for a small town that had 

a strong mix of historic charm, eclectic businesses, and great educational opportunities, Ms. Grim 

and her family made Purcellville their home. It appeared to be everything that was described in 

the Comprehensive Plan that gave them the sense that Purcellville was a true “small town 

America” place to raise their family.

She became a board member of the Hirst Farm Homeowners Association 

at its inception in 2007, served as President for 3 years, and currently serves as Treasurer. Ms. 

Grim has attended most town committee, commission, board, and council meetings for 8 years.  

She has always been a strong voice and advocate for the citizens and businesses in the community 

regarding open government, analysis of development based on fiscal impacts and benefits, 

responsible limitations on spending and indebtedness, and conflict of interest issues.
